Statewide Condition Summary

What’s Changed? Most of the state received rainfall at the beginning of the last

drought monitoring period (Tuesday to Tuesday), although not enough to result in

improving conditions for northwest Tennessee.

What’s New? There were no changes (improvement or degradation) since the

last drought monitoring period.

What’s Next? With more precipitation expected this week and closer to normal

temperatures (possibly even above normal temperatures) for the coming week,

drought conditions are expected to improve.

While there were areas of rainfall across the state, the 

northwestern counties currently in drought did not 

receive enough to fully alleviate conditions.
