Statewide Condition Summary
What’s Changed? With good precipitation in most of the eastern part of the

state over the last drought monitoring period (Tuesday to Tuesday), conditions

have improved, although a small area of D0 was introduced in northeast

Tennessee.

What’s New? With rain in East Tennessee, we see a 1 class improvement across

multiple counties. Little rainfall in West Tennessee has caused conditions to

remain steady with very little change in drought conditions, except a few small

areas of improvement.

What’s Next? With rain in the forecast for this week's drought monitoring

period (Tuesday to Tuesday), conditions may improve.
