The report should include a description of:

e  Whether or not the project goals as outlined in the proposal were met

The results/findings/outcomes of the scholarly activity/research study (answer to the
research questions)

Practical application of the completed activity (written for an audience outside of your field)
Next steps and/or ongoing work

Planned or completed presentations, publications or other methods for sharing the results
How this experience has impacted your education and career goals

Programs where appropriate in presentations or manuscripts.
