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Between 2018 and 2022, the average annual earnings of nurses across all
roles increased both in Tennessee and the United States, with national
averages consistently higher than those in Tennessee, except APRNSs.

APRNs and NPs demonstrated the highest earning potential, with notable

increases over the four-year span.
