VA Resources for Financial Education

Whether you’re newly transitioning from military service or have been out for years, civilian life requires fi-
nancial smarts. VA offers a wide variety of resources to help Veterans, Service members and families get
smart about their financial lives at every stage of the military life-cycle. A good understanding of the re-
sources available to you—along with the development of healthy financial habits—can add up to a lifetime of
economic well-being for you and your family.

Mortgage Delinquency Assistance

If you are encountering problems making timely mortgage payments, contact your loan servicer as soon as
possible. Servicers want to help—and depending on a Veteran’s specific situation, they can offer several op-
tions to avoid foreclosure.
